Dr. James A. Jarrett, Rome, Georgia, was named
the 1984 Outstanding Bovine Practitioner of the Year
during the 17th Annual Convention of the American
Association of Bovine Practitioners (AABP) in Des
Moines, Iowa, November 25-28.

For the
past seven years, Dr. Williams has directed the de-
velopment of the herd health program for Hitch
Enterprises, a multi-feedlot operation consisting of
close to 250,000 head of cattle. He organized the
Master Veterinary Service in 1971 to provide a co-
ordinated health management program for these
feedlots.

Dr. Williams received his DVM degree from
Texas A&M College in 1951. He practiced in
Abilene, Texas before moving to Ada, Oklahoma in
1953. He took a leave of absence in 1964 to study
ruminant nutrition at Oklahoma State University
where he received the M.S. degree. He returned to
Ada until 1969 when he became manager of the
Oklahoma Charolais Ranch in Ada.

where he became manager of Hitch Feedlots until
1982. He is now running a cattle buying company
and managing cattle feedlot programs.

Dr. Williams was President of the Oklahoma
VMA in 1965-66 and President, American Associa-
tion of Bovine Practitioners in 1967-68. He is an
active member of the Oklahoma Cattlemen’s Asso-
ciation and chairman of the Research Committee,
National Cattlemen’s Association.
