I would like to thank you for the opportunity to show
my film on Buffalo, New York. We are very proud of our
city and we look forward to hosting next year's conference.
We've already started making plans to ensure that the con-
ference will be a great success. Dr. Benthe asked me to
guarantee that we will have 65 degree weather with sunshine
and I'm going to do that because when I left Buffalo today it
was 65 degree weather with sunshine! I'm going to show you
a short film now.

If you haven't seen Buffalo lately you haven't seen
Buffalo. There was a time not long ago when Buffalo could
be called the sleeping giant, the best kept secret in the North-
east. But times have changed. So did Buffalo. The giant is
awake. The secret is out. Buffalo is alive and more vital
than ever. Buffalo is rediscovering its past. Buffalo is re-

directing its future. The signs of healthy progress are every-
where. Every clean water fountain. Every vitalized business
district. Restored landmarks. Rejuvenated residential areas.
Ours is a promising tomorrow. Built upon the bedrock
strength of yesterday. It's really an uncommonly great place
to live, to work, to do business. Ours is a city that builds upon
a dynamic history, a rich architectural heritage, a long tradi-
tion of excellence in the arts, and a harmonious blend of
diverse cultures.

It wasn't long ago that shifting population patterns and
changing economic fortunes sapped the vitality of key sections
of the area.
