During the 2016 AABP Conference in Charlotte, North 
Carolina, 7 outstanding third-year veterinary students were 
each awarded $7,500 scholarships from the Amstutz Scholar­
ship Fund. These students were selected by the AABP-Am­
stutz Scholarship Committee from a large candidate pool of 
exceptional applicants from numerous North American vet­
erinary schools. This brings the total number of scholarships 
awarded to 266 for a total of nearly $812,250 since inception 
in 1996. The sources of funds for these awards are individual 
AABP member contributions and a generous contribution of 
$30,000 from ElancoAnimal Health. In addition, the Amstutz 
Committee held silent and live auctions during this year's 
meeting that generated $83, 988. The 5K Run held Saturday, 
September 17, also known as "The Stampede", raised an 
additional $5,635, plus $1 ,250 from the raffle. The Amstutz 
Scholarship Committee would like to thank everyone for their 
generous support of this important and worthwhile program.
